The most of studied nurses had negative attitude regarding various ethical dilemmas , and a
high level of egarding factors affect motivation to work during covid-19. Conclusion: most
of studied nursing had a Positive attitude regarding various ethical dilemmas during the
COVID-19 pandemic Also, most of studied nursing had high level of perception regarding
Factors affect motivation to work during covid-19 outbreak Additionally, there was a positive
significant relation between factors affect motivation to work during covid-19 outbreak and
nurses attitude regarding various ethical dilemmas during the COVID-19 pandemic
